October Emergency Drill
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Does God Talk to Us?
As you seek to teach your child about God, one 
of the key questions to clarify relates to God 
speaking to us today. Perhaps as you have 
taught about Samuel of old you have also 
wondered, “Could that happen today? – Could 
God awaken me in the middle of the night with 
His voice?”
Listening for the voice of God is a Christian 
life-skill you can help your child to develop. 
Your child (and YOU!) can learn to respond as 
Samuel did, “Speak, Lord, for your servant is 
listening.” Who knows what important message 
He has to convey to you and your child!
First, know and help your child to know that, 
“God is there and He is not silent”, as Francis 
Schaeffer so ably put it. Live with an awareness 
of His presence!
Secondly, enlighten your lives with the Word of 
God. Recognize that the Bible is living and 
active and that the Holy Spirit uses God’s Word 
powerfully!
Thirdly, talk about how God does not normally 
speak with an audible voice, but more often 
communicates through His Word and our 
consciences enlightened by that Word and His 
Spirit.
Finally, do what you can to put this powerful 
Word in your child’s heart. God can use the 
Word treasured in children’s lives through 
memorization to effectively “speak” to guide 
and bless their lives. 
Each of us will always need to hear His voice. 
Let’s do what we can to help our children to 

expect that God does speak to them!
